Revelstoke is a community rich in natural beauty and is  home to some 
of the best adventure recreation opportunities in the world.  The town 
prides itself on its rich heritage and scenic ambiance, and has lots of 
community spirit  and cultural vibe.   The population takes advantage 
of  the aquatic centre (home to salt water pools, a waterslide, an indoor 
climbing wall and MORE!), a skating rink (home to the Revelstoke 
Grizzlies Hockey Team), a curling rink, a public library, and the Revelstoke 
Community Centre.
