ESL Themes
[image: image19.wmf]Respecting Our Land; Appreciating the Earth and understanding how we can take care of it is a requirement of all global citizens. Too often, people take advantage of what the earth gives us and neglect to give anything in return. In order to help conserve our environment, we must all take the time to understand and respect the nature around us. Today, students will explore the land in detail and learn basic nature skills. Students will learn to read and understand nature’s signs by observing, smelling, touching, and listening to the nature around them. 


Keeping Our Waters Clean; Water is the source of life for humans, animals and plants and all depend on water for survival and growth. Where does our tap water come from? Why are some lakes and rivers dangerous to drink? And what role does weather play?  Today, students will investigate man’s, animal’s and plant’s dependency on wetlands, the environmental effects of human water use, and what we can do to help conserve and maintain the world’s sources of water.


Understanding Our Ecosystems; From the smallest mosses to the great moose, every living thing plays an important role in the eco-system. What is bio-diversity and how are we all connected? Today, students will learn about local ecosystems first hand while examining the connection between species, the world they live in and the impact of humans.

Preserving Our Wildlife; What do Canada’s and the World’s animals need to survive? What challenges do animals face in the wild? How does an animal become extinct and why? What can we do to stop further decline?  Weather, food, forests, water, and diversity all help to create a balanced environment for wildlife to live. But when pollution, forest fires, technology, parasites and human activity are involved, our animals’ survival is threatened.  Today, students will learn first hand how to help preserve the delicate balance in our ecosystems. 

I Can Make A Difference…Making a difference starts with one person. You. Me. Us. One by one, the world CAN make a difference and we must all take responsibility for keeping our environment healthy and safe.  Today, students will participate in a number of team and trust building challenges that will help strengthen their leadership, cooperation and communication skills.
